· You must use the provided budget template on page 1 of this document to share your proposed Amplify Art project budget. 
· You may add/remove rows as needed, but please ensure that your budget will fit on ONE PAGE.
· You may save your project budget as a Word or PDF document. Other file formats are not accepted in the online application.

Project Revenue
· Ensure your Amplify Art Fundraising Goal amount matches the amount within your application.
· Pro Tip: Not sure how much your fundraising goal should be? Calculate your expenses first!
· Be sure to include ALL projected and committed funding.
· Projected = Funding you have requested or intend to request from another source.
· Committed = Funding you have already received, or that has been promised to you.
· Remember: you are not required to have another source of income for your project.

Project Expenses
· Be sure that all expenses listed are directly related to your project.
· Be detailed – don’t use acronyms or lingo that are difficult to understand.
· Make sure that you’ve told us about your expenses within your application narrative.
· Remember: in a balanced budget, your total expenses should equal your total income.

In-Kind Contributions
· In-kind contributions are items or services you receive without payment.
· Don’t include any of your in-kind contributions in your income or expense sections – they should only “live” here!
· Because you don’t pay for these items, their value should not be included in your Amplify Art fundraising goal.
· Not sure if something is an in-kind expense? That’s okay – just ask and we will help you!
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
